Registration 

A non-refundable fee of $30 per student is required at the time of registration. 

This is an annual fee to cover administrative costs and insurance. 

Tuition fees 

Tuition fees are based on class enrollment and charged a flat fee each month. No refunds will be 

given for missed lessons. 

Monthly tuition is due on or before the 1st of the month. A flat fee of $10.00 will be applied to each 

student account not paid on time.

Class Cancelations 

If instructor cancels class due to specific circumstances such as a family emergency, sick leave, or excessive 

weather conditions. Make-up sessions will be scheduled. 

Classes may also be cancelled due to performances or competitions being held on the same day as scheduled 

classes.  

Instructor has the right to cancel class if attendance participation is less than three students. 

Holidays 

Holidays are observed such as New Years, Thanksgiving, and Christmas. All other major holidays 

are observed upon instructor’s discretion. Instructor/Director will communicate if a holiday is 

being observed and communicated on the TeamReach App or posted on the monthly calendar. 

The studio is closed during the December Holiday Break, starting from the day of our annual year 

end celebration until after the new year. Note: Full Monthly tuition is still due for the month of 

December, as it covers costs for the year end celebration. 

 



Class Description 

Kinder Hula  Age 3 Years to 6 Years 

• 30 Minute Class – Session consists of learning hula basic steps and 

Hawaiian language (such as hula terms and counting). 

Beginners  All Ages 

• 1 Hour Class – Session consists of learning Hula and Tahitian basics steps. 

Introduction to beginner level Hula and Tahitian dance Choreography. 

• Access to Ke aka o Polynesia “Beginner” member website video recordings. 

Intermediate  All Ages 

• 1 Hour Class – Student should have prior introduction/experience with 

Hula and Tahitian Basic Steps.  Have previous experience with hula and 

Tahitian dance choreography at an intermediate level. 

• Access to Ke aka o Polynesia “Beginner” member website video recordings. 

Advance  All Ages 

• 2 Hour Class – Student should have previous dance experience with Hula 

and Tahitian. Has an understanding of Ke aka o Polynesia performance group 

choreography.  Leads as an example dancer to beginner students. 

• Access to the Ke aka o Polynesia “Performance” member website video 

recordings. 

Performance All Ages 

• 2 Hour Class – Student is required to meet Ke aka o Polynesia standard of 

conduct.  Must know all show line-up dance choreography.  Requires 

instructor/Director approval. 

Student Absence 

If a student will be missing class, it is required that they notify the instructor that they will not be 

in attendance.  Attendance is highly encouraged in order to not fall behind your fellow students. 

As noted in tuition fees, your tuition payment on missed classes is forfeited and will not be 

refunded.
